         OFFICIAL REGULATIONS               
                          SEASON 2011 – 2012
Main purposes and goals

· To promote basketball in the Balkans

· To assure more international games for the basketball teams in the area

· To support and encourage the relations, contacts and coordination among Federations and basketball people in the area

· To develop the officiating and extend the experience of the international and young potential referees from the area
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I. Governing bodies
1.1.     Balkan International Basketball League (BIBL)

1.1.1. The BIBL is an initiative, based on the partnership and cooperation between the following bodies (in alphabetical order):

-   Basketball Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina;

-   Bulgarian Basketball Federation;
       -   Croation Basketball Federation;
-   Basketball Federation of Macedonia;
-   Basketball Federation of Montenegro;
-   Romanian Basketball Federation; 

-   Serbian Basketball Federation; 


-   Balkan International Basketball League Ltd. (BIBL Ltd.).
1.1.2.  Other National Federations can be included in the Board with their clubs-participants in the League. The reception of new/other Board members shall be made by proposal by any Board member.  

The reception of the new National Federation/Board member shalll be       recognized only with majority.

For the reception of the new National Federations/Clubs in the League/Board, the Board will count a vote from the BIBL LTD., presented with 1 (one) vote.
1.1.3.  BIBL Ltd. undertakes the ressponsability of financing the BIBL by holding the marketing, advertising and TV and Internet rights in accordance with these Regulations.
1.1.4.  The Headquarters of BIBL shall be in Sofia, Bulgaria, 14, Elisaveta Bagriana Str., 2nd floor, office 8.
1.2.     Board

1.2.1.  The Board shall be the main decision-making body and shall consist of 1 (one) representative of each participating Federation and 2 (two) representatives of BIBL Ltd., who do not have the right of voting.
1.2.2.  The Board shall have the power to change and approve:

· BIBL Regulations;

· BIBL Calendar;

· participating teams;

· the members of the Technical and Competition Commissions;
· the trade mark-official name of the League on each Board Meeting before the start of each following season.

1.2.3.  The working language of the Board shall be English.
1.2.4.  The Board shall hold minimum two official meetings during each season. The first one - 3 (three) months before the start of the season. The second, during the Final Four or Finals of the League. If it is necessary, the Board
meeting can be assembled at any time by written request from any Board member or/and National Federation. 
The Board meetings shall be organized by the National Federations in circle rounds. The Board members will cover all their travelling and accommodation expenses. The host National Federation will cover the local organizing expenses for the Board members. 

In case of urgent situations, the Board can take decisions by written text document sent by e-mail or by fax to the BIBL office.
1.2.5.  Representation by proxy is not permitted. In order to have a legal meeting of the Board, a minimum of 60 % of the members must be present. Each member of the Board has the right to authorize someone else from his/her federation to be his/her official representative.  
1.2.6.  The member of the Board is appointed by each National Federation. In case of an absence from the meeting, the national federation should authorize his/her replacement for the meeting by sending official representative. The replacement shall be certified by presenting an authorizing document, signed by the President or Secretary General, before the start of the meeting, in order to have right for legal participation and voting. 

1.2.7.  Decisions will be taken by a show of hands, reflecting a simple majority of the votes cast, except for the approval of BIBL Regulations that has to be taken by an absolute majority.  
1.3.     Executive Director

1.3.1.  The BIBL Executive Director shall be appointed by the BIBL Ltd. and shall have the following duties:
       -   to be the legal representative of BIBL through BIBL Ltd.;
- to hire and dismiss the staff as necessary in order to run the administration of BIBL;

-   to ensure the implementation of the decisions taken by the Board;

-  to ensure the proper implementation of the budjet of BIBL according to these Regulations;

- to take the necessary decisions in all cases not covered by these Regulations in accordance with FIBA Europe bye-laws and regulations. 
1.4.     Sports Director

1.4.1.  The Sports Director shall be appointed by BIBL Ltd. and shall have the following duties:

-  to administer finances and present reports to the Board;

-  to nominate the referees and commissioners for the BIBL games;
- to run the competition according to the requirements of the these Regulations;
-  to impose disciplinary and/or financial sanctions according to the these Regulations together with the Competition Commission Judge;
-   to act as Commissioner and Evaluator;
-  to propose the city host of the Final Four Tournament together with the Executive Director. 

1.5.     Competition Manager
1.5.1.   The Competition Manager shall be appointed by the Executive Director and shall have the following duties:
        -   to organize and direct the work of the office;
        -  to draft and circulate official communications with National federations and Clubs; 

        -   to maintain the archives of the office;

        -   to control the eligibility of players;

        -  to prepare under the leadership of the Executive and Spotrs Directors the sessions of the Board;

        -   to act as Commissioner and Evaluator.

1.6.     Technical Commission

1.6.1.  The Technical Commission shall consist of 3 (three) members, one of which is the Sports Director and shall have the following duties:

· to approve the list of referees;
· to evaluate the referees on BIBL games;
· to nominate the referees for the Final Four Tournament.
1.7.     Competition Commission

1.7.1.  The Competition Commission consists of 3 members and a Judge and shall have the following duties:
- to control the smooth running of the games according to FIBA Official   Basketball Rules and the official FIBA Interpretations of these rules;

- to take decisions concerning protests and appeals within 3 days after  receiving the official documents of the game in the offices of BIBL;
  -  to approve the venue and the additional requirements for the Final Four
of BIBL.
II. Registration

2.1.    General principle

Each national federation mentioned in art.1.1.1. is entitled to present a minimum of 1 (one) and maximum of 3 (three) clubs to the BIBL. The clubs presented must be registered and must participate in their domestic championships during season 2010/11. The clubs to participate in BIBL must not play in any other FIBA Europe competition.
The federations-founders of BIBL (BUL, MKD, ROU, SRB) will have rights to propose 2 teams for the season 2011/12 and the other federations (MNE, BIH, CRO) – 1 team. If some of the federations-founders propose only 1 team the other federations (in order MNE, BIH, CRO) will have rights to propose 2 teams.
2.1.1. The four participants in the Final Four may have the rights to participate the next season. The Champion of BIBL will have automatically rights to play in the next season.
2.1.2. The last two placed teams in the group stage may lose the right to participate in the next season. 
2.1.3.   BIBL together with the Board have the rights to give and approve 2 (two) wild cards for the current season, according to marketing requirements, sponsors’ preferences, etc.
2.2.      Procedure

2.2.1.  The offices of BIBL will send to each national federation a registration form and the necessary documents for the clubs to be registered in BIBL. The desicion regarding the participating teams must be taken until June 10th 2011. 
2.2.2.  The clubs participating in BIBL must be registered by their respective national federation and must send the duly completed registration documents so as to reach the offices of BIBL by mail not later than June 24th 2011 (if sent by fax the original must follow by post).
2.2.3.  The duly completed registration documents of the participating clubs should consist of:
-  application form (no later than June 24th 2011);

-  official BIBL list of players (no later than June 24th 2011);
-  name of the arena, confirmed by the local federation (no later than June 24th 2011);
-  hotel not far then 20 km from the arena (no later than August 12th 2011). The hotel need to be confirmed by the League;
-  digital photo of the whole team and of each player and head coach  separated (no later than September 9th 2011);

-  players personal details, icluding name, nationality, date and place of birth,  height, position and last club (no later than September 9th 2011).

2.3.    Bank/Finacial Guarantee (Deposit) 
2.3.1. The club must submit a bank transfer/bank deposit confirmation of EUR 10 000 (ten thousand) as a financial guarante to ensure the proper organisation of the competition.
2.3.2. This amount will be reimbursed to the club after the completion of the competition June 20th 2012 or if the club continue to season 2012-2013 the bank deposit will stay.
- totally, if the club has fulfilled its obligations, according to the BIBL Regulations;
-  partially, if the club has not fulfilled its obligations, according to the BIBL Regulations. The portion of the amount retained will be determined by the Sports Director according to the actual “damage” caused;

- no reimbursement, if the club withdraws of forfeits after having registered. In such a case the BIBL Regulations, Article 10.3. will be applied in full.
2.3.3. The club must submit a registration fee of EUR 2000 (two thousand), which will cover licenses and official registration. This fee is non-refundable.
2.4.    Terms of Payments

2.4.1.  Payment for participation shall be made by 30th June 2011 at the latest:
- a good copy of bank transfer (EUR 10 000) and identification details in English must be sent not later than 30th June 2011;
- the amount must be credited to BIBL’s bank account.
2.5.    Administration

For administration purposes, all correspondence regarding BIBL shall be in English.

III. System of competition
3.1.    Qualifying Round

3.1.1.  10/12 clubs will be divided into 2 groups (A and B) of 5/6 clubs each. Each club will play the other clubs in its own group home and away games (8/10 games for each club). The teams from one country shall be put in different groups if possible.
3.1.2.  The groups shall be decided by BIBL according to geogrpahical location, flight costs, visa essues and foreign-affairs matters. 

3.1.3.  The teams placed 2nd and 3rd in each group will qualify for the Quarter-Final Play-Offs, which will be the best of 3 series.
3.1.4.   The teams placed 1st  in each group will qualify directly to the Final 4.

3.2.     Quarter-Final Play-Offs

3.2.1.  The 4 teams that qualified for the second round play best of 3 series, as the team that reaches 2 wins will qualify through. In each round, the teams with the higher rankings of the Qualifying Round will play the second game of each match-up at home. The pairs are formed as follows:

3.2.2.   The winners of  the Quarter-Final Play-Offs qualify for the Final Four.

3.3.      Final Four

3.3.1.   All four teams that qualified for the Final Four will be entitled to submit their candidature to host the Final Four. 

3.3.2.   Semi-Finals.
   The 4 clubs qualified from the Quarter-Final Play-Offs play as follows:

3.3.3.   Final.

  The winners of these games qualify for the Final (Winner 5 vs Winner 6)

  The losers play for 3rd place (Loser 5 vs Loser 6).

3.3.4.  Should 2 clubs from the same country qualify for the Final Four, then these two clubs will meet in the Semi-Final.

3.3.5.   The winner of the Final will be named the BIBL Champion.
3.3.6.  The four participants in the Final Four may have the rights to participate  the next season of BIBL. The Champion of BIBL will have automatically rights to play in the next season.
IV. Calendar
4.1.     General Calendar

4.1.2. Opening Game of Season 2011-12 will be on TUE October 11th 2011.

4.1.3. The changes of the dates are according to the UEFA Champions League and TV.

4.1.4. Regarding games in Israel we may have 2-3 games on Friday noon time.

4.1.5. The last round of the group stage, all the games should be played in the same day and in the same hour.

4.2.     Change of date, time and playing hall

4.2.1.  The game date can be changed for valid reasons not later than 20 days before the game with the written approval of the opposing team and with the approval of the Competition Manager of BIBL.

4.2.2.  The game time can be changed for valid reasons not later than 48 hours before the game without the approval of the opposing team but  with the approval of the Competition Manager of BIBL.

4.2.3.  The playing  hall can be changed for valid reasons not later than 20 days before the game without the approval of the opposing team but  with the approval of the Competition Manager and Sports Director of BIBL.
Sports Director can take decision to approve request for the change of the playing hall for valid reasons (ex. bigger gym – higher attendance) later than 20 days before the game, but only if the playing hall is in the same city where the club registered playing hall is before the start of the competition.
4.2.4.  The Sports Director of BIBL reserves the right not to accept changes to game date, game time or playing hall.
V. Eligibility of players

5.1.    General Principles

5.1.1.  The national federation is responsible for the eligibility of its players at all times.
Only those players who are duly registered for their club in the national championship of the respective federation are entitled to participate in BIBL.
Each club participating in BIBL may include in the team’s list for the particular game a maximum of three non European foreign players who have a legal nationality of a country outside Europe. During the game on the playing court must have at least one player who is eligible to play for the national team of the team’s country.
The Coach is resposible for keeping this principle. If there is infraction of it, immediate substitution must be administered followed by techical foul to the Coach marked with “B” in the scoresheet and the fine of EUR 5000,- will be imposed to the team involved. 

If second infraction from the same team occurs, immediate substitution must be administered followed by techical foul to the Coach marked with “B” in the scoresheet and the fine of EUR 10000,- will be imposed.

For discovering of single infraction after the game, a  fine of EUR 5000,- will be imposed to the team involved. If there is repetition of infraction from the same team, a fine of EUR 10000,- will be imposed. 

5.2.     Licenses and List of approved players

5.2.1. The Sports Director issues a List of approved players and licenses for every team.
5.2.2.  The requested documents listed below are to be received by the offices of the EUROHOLD Balkan League not later than 26.09.2011. They could be sent by postmail or scanned and sent by e-mail. The requested documents are the following:
- official list of players from the national federation which includes all names, date of birth, nationality and signature of the players duly registered for that team in the nationakl championship of the respective federation. This list has to be signed and stamped by the authorised person from the national federation. With the dispatch of that list the national federation guarantees that all players included have no contractual obligations with other club and have the right to be registered in the respective club according to the requirements and limitations of the eligibility rules of the respective national championship;

-  photocopy of passport showing the athlete’s full names, legal nationality and date of expiry;
-   photo of the player (in .jpg format).
5.3.     Procedure for changes 

5.3.1.  Any change must be made by the club through its national federation if the regulations of the national championship of the respective federation allow such change at that moment and the new player has been registered for participation in the national championship.

5.3.2. In case of change of any registered player the national federation immediately sends official letter stating the change made and including the name and nationality and signature of the new player(s). Photocopy of Passport showing the Athlete’s full names, legal nationality and date of expire and photo of the player (in .jpg format) should also be sent from the club for every new player.
5.3.3. The new player(s) can be entitled to play in the next BIBL game of the team if the official change is made not later than 48 hours before that particular game.

5.3.4. However no more changes in the List of approved players are allowed after the last game of the EUROHOLD BIBL Qualifying Round, or after the deadline for the last possible registration of players in the respective National championship where the club is taking part.
5.3.5.   A player may be deleted from the list of players at any time.
5.3.6.  The player is considered as being teleted from the Official list of players once notification of the deletion through the national federation have been received in the Offices of the EUROHOLD Balkan League.

5.3.7.  The Sports Director of the EUROHOLD Balkan League issues a new List of approved players after every addition, deletion or replacement of players.

5.4.     Checking the eligibility of players before the game
5.4.1. Before every game the participating teams have to present to the commisioner the following documents:

        -  list of approved players issued by the Sports Director of the EUROHOLD BIBL;              
 -  licences issued by the EUROHOLD BIBL;
 -  list of players and coaches (EUROHOLD BIBL form).

If there is an addition or replacement of a player and the original licence of that player has not reached the club yet, but the player is included in the list of approved players the club has to show to the commisioner the passport or ID card of that player where his photo, name, biurth date and nationality could be seen.. This rule applies also before the first game of the team if the original licences of the players have not reached the club yet.

VI. Finances
The clubs and officials shall respect the main goals and purposes of the competition. The clubs and officials shall act in the spirit of sportsmanship, respecting the BIBL efforts to provide smooth running of the competition with covering the most of the expences for the participants and officials. No additional requests from the clubs/officials will be taken for conssideration than following financial details. 
6.1.   Balkan International Basketball League Ltd.
Balkan International Basketball League Ltd. will cover the following expenses:

         - officiating fees for the commissioner and the referees (250 euro for a referee and 150 euro for a Commissioner per game);

         - travel expenses of the commissioner and the referees;
         - flight tickets for the commissioner and referees for trips to Israel;

         - staying expenses of  the commissioner and the referees;
        - staying expenses of the visiting team for 17 team members  approved by BIBL for  2 days (1 night). The League will pay EUR 900 totally for accommodation for games which are not between teams from the same country.
        - travel expenses of the teams, no more than 1 EUR/km, according to the List of distances, made by BIBL;
        - flight tickets for the teams for trips to Israel.

All payments will be done by BIBL after receiving from the clubs THE ORIGINAL AND PROPER DOCUMENTS/INVOICES.

6.2.   Host club/Organizer 

6.2.1. Each organizing club will cover the following expenses:  
          - arena;
          - table officials;
          - doctor, ambulance; 
          - statisticions; 
          - security; 
          - DVD record of the game in 2 copies – one must be given to the visiting team immediately after the game and one must be sent to BIBL office in the next morning by a special courrier; 
          - insurance of the players etc.;
   - local transportation of the visiting team and the officials (if necessary);
   - other necessary expenses not covered by BIBL.
6.2.2. Each host club must provide to the guest club one practice at the venue of the game, at the exact starting hour of the game the day before the game.

VII. Marketing, advertising and TV+Internet rights

7.1.   In principal all marketing, advertising and TV+internet rights belong to BIBL Ltd.
7.1.1. The exact sponsorship and advertising rights inside the gym are presented below.

BIBL Ltd. owns for the regular season games:

· 60% of the advertising boards arround the court (9 fixed boards);
· 100% of the floor stickers in the center of the gym. 

BIBL Ltd. assigns to the host club for the regular season games:
· 40% of the advertising boards arround the court (8 fixed boards);
· 100% of the second line boards (4 fixed boards);
· 100% of the floor circles (one central and two racket circles);
            BIBL Ltd. owns for the Final-Four games:
· 100% of the advertising boards arround the court; 

· 100% of the floor circles of the gym (1 central and 2 racket circles);
· 100% of the floor stickers in the center of the gym (4 stickers);
· 100% of the second line boards (4 fixed boards);
BIBL Ltd. shall provide the host club the advertising materials (floor stickers,   advertising boards, national, BIBL and FIBA Europe flags etc.) on a cost price and shipping expenses :  
· All advertising materials as provided by the offices of BIBL must appear on and around the court according to the advertising scheme, sent to all participating clubs;
· All advertising boards must be at least 2m far from the sidelines and the end lines;
· The clubs must reinsure that no obstacles will be placed in front of the fixed boards (cameras, photographers, towels etc.).
The structure of the advertising boards presuppose that the team benches and the scorer’s table will be in the opposite side of the arena. In case that the team benches and the scorer’s table will be in the same side with the boards, the club is oblidged to remove 2 of it’s owned fixed boards, in order to secure enough space for coaches and players to come on and off the court. 

No other advertising or promotional material (floor stickers, boards, flags, stickers on baskets, backboards, scoreboards etc) are allowed to be placed inside the gym in the League’s games.

The name of the arena can be displayed, at least 50cm outside the sidelines or end lines.

The BIBL logo must appear on the lower left corner in both backboards [dimensions: 25cm (length) x 15 cm (height)], as presented in the diagramm below.

7.1.2.  BIBL Ltd. assigns to all participating clubs the rights of advertising on the official game uniforms of the players. 
7.1.3.  All clubs must advertise their games with posters with the names of the sponsors, in their web sites as well as in all other ways.
7.1.4. All clubs should not advertise or display inside or outside the gym, companies/ sponsors of the same product or services category as the Gold and the Official sponsor of BIBL. 

7.1.5. All clubs should provide a number of benefits to the BIBL’s sponsors in every game.
7.1.6. Display of the sponsors logos on the backdrop board of the press conferance in the gym press room:
· All the sponsors must have the same number or percent of logos;
· The maximum number of different sponsors that can be placed in the backdrop boards is eight (four from BIBL and four from the hosting club);
· The BIBL’s logo should be also displayed with the same number or percent of logos;
· The name of the Gold sponsor and the extended name of BIBL should be placed on top of the backdrop.
(e.g. XXXXXXX Balkan International Basketball League)

7.1.6.  Provide a requested number of VIP passes and tickets. 

7.1.7.  Provide the necessary support, in order to complete promotional or other campaings inside or outside the gym.
7.2.   BIBL has the exclusive rights to negotiate and assign the TV and Internet rigths of the League. The clubs are oblidged to grand the required assistance to the TV networks and their staff, in order to cover all the games succesfully. 

7.3.  The clubs shall respect in full the contracts with sponsors, TV’s and other partners that BIBL signs for the season and for the games marketing and advertising.
VIII. Organization of the game

8.1.    Venue

8.1.1. The venue of the game shall be the town of the host club or another close town as registered in the Officies of BIBL.
8.1.2. The games shall take place at the host club’s arena approved by the respective local Basketball Federation and BIBL. It must be clean and the temperature during the game should be between 16 and 25 degrees centigrade.
8.1.3. The host club is obliged to provide one and half hour practice in the arena at the time of the game in a day before the game and one more practice in the morning in the day of the game (if requested).
8.2.    Game

8.2.1. All games will be played in accordance with the current FIBA Official Basketball Rules with Official FIBA Europe Scoresheet and official balls of the League.
8.2.2. The host club guarantees that all technical equipment conforms to the Official Basketball Rules and to the FIBA Basketball equipment and it is available at the hall in good working order

8.2.3. The table officials (scorer, assistant scorer, timer, 24-second operator) shall be appointed by the national federation of the country where the game is to take place and shall be competent and absolutely impartial. At least one of them must be experienced and speaking good English. They must be dressed with identical shirt or sweater provided by the host club.
Technical support must be close to the official’s table during the whole game.
8.2.4. The host club is responsible for providing sufficient security.

8.2.5. The host club is responsible for providing a registered doctor at each game, also ambulance in case of need of transportation for injured player to/from the hospital.
8.2.6. The host club is responsible for providing a personnel to dry wet spots which may occur on the court during the game.
8.2.7. The Official FIBA Europe scoresheet shall be used for all BIBL games.
8.2.8. The playing uniforms must conform to the Official Basketball Rules. The player’s surname must appear above the player’s number of the shirt. The name of the city must appear under the player’s number of the shirt.
8.2.9. The home team shall wear light colored uniforms and the visiting team shall wear dark colored uniforms.

8.2.10. The coaches and assistant coaches shall be appropriately dressed during the games.
8.2.11. The logo of BIBL must be put on the uniforms of the players on the top right-hand side of the playing shirts. It will be provided by BIBL.
8.2.12. In case of a closed contarct between BIBL Ltd. and a sports company, each team will be asked to play with the uniform provided by the BIBL. 
8.3.     Electronic transmission of game information

8.3.1.  For all BIBL games the official BIBL statistics software shall be used. BIBL Ltd. will provide this software to the clubs free of charge (See annex 1).
8.3.2. There shall be broadband internet connection available in the arena for transmission of live data (See annex 2).
8.3.3. During the game the score and statistical data shall be sent to BIBL’s official website in real time.
8.3.4. BIBL Ltd. will provide the software for TV graphics and TV broadcast image during a live transmission.

IX. Officials

9.1.    Governing body

9.1.1. The Sports Director will appoint one commissioner and three referees for each BIBL game.
9.1.2. The Sports Director will appoint 2 (two) commissioners and 6 (six) referees for the Final Four Tournament.
9.1.3. BIBL commissioners shall be official FIBA Europe commissioners
9.1.4. BIBL referees shall be FIBA Europe referees as well as non-international referees.
9.1.5. List of referees and commissioners shall be sent to the office of BIBL and the Sports Director together with the Technical Commission shall approve and elect the official list of BIBL commissioners and referees.
9.2.    Procedure
9.2.1. A game form with the place and date of the game and names of the commissioner and referees will be sent to both clubs, commissioner, referees and national federation, signed by the Competition Manager and the Sports Director.
9.2.2. If the official cannot accept his appointment for any reason, the official  must inform the offices of BIBL immediately by E-mail or by fax.

9.3.    Duties

9.3.1. Once the official is designated for the game he should arrive at the sport hall dressed in a suit with a shirt and a tie.
9.3.2. The referees will wear on the court an officiating shirt provided by BIBL.

9.3.3.  Duties of the Commissioner:
- the Commissioner  is the official representative of BIBL during the game;
- he shall be primarily responsible for the smooth runing of the game;
- he is present to ensure that the game is played under regular conditions and should collaborate with the referees and the clubs at all times to ensure that this is the case;

- the Commissioner shall sit at the scorer’s table directly between the scorer and the timer;

- the Commissioner is responsible for sending:

· the original Scoresheet (right after the game from the venue);
· the official Statistics Sheet (right after the game from the venue);
· the Commissioner’s Report (within 24 hrs. by express mail);
· the Commissioner’s Referee Report (within 24 hrs. by express mail).
9.3.4. The Commisioner must check that the host club has sent the statistics electronically and if unable to do so, by fax to the Officies of BIBL within 30 min. after the completion of the game.

9.3.5. The Commissioner’s reports shall be written in English. The reports will contain details of the game according to the sceleton of the report and any matters which according to the Commissioner’s opinion are not in accordance with these Regulatuions, FIBA Official Basketball Rules and the general rules of behaviour and sportmanship.

9.3.6. Should any serious incident occur before, during or after the game the Commissioner must call the Sport’s Director and send to the offices of BIBL a detailed report describing the incident within 1 hour of completion of the game by E-mail or fax.

9.3.7.  Duties of the Referees:
- the referees are primarily responsible for the application of the FIBA Official Basketball Rules. They shall conduct the game in accordance with them and the Official FIBA Interpretations of these rules;
- the Referee shall inspect and approve all equipment to be used during the game;

- the Referee shall make certain that the interests of both clubs are in no way damaged;

- the referees have the power to stop the game when the conditions warrant it.

X. Disciplinary Penalties
10.1.  Governing body

10.1.1.  All disciplinary penalties as mentioned in this section of BIBL Regulations are decided upon in the first instance by the Sports Director of BIBL.

10.1.2.  All appeals are examined by the Competition Commission.

10.2.    Acts harming the image of BIBL

10.2.1. If a player, coach, assistant coach or team follower acts in a manner which harms the image of BIBL or causes physical damage to structures (dressing room, hotel, etc.) a fine up to EUR 3000 will be imposed.
10.2.2. If a player, coach, assistant coach makes comments, cririsizes, offends or disregards the referees, commisioner or table official in public and/or in front of the media, a fine up to EUR 3000 will be imposed.

10.2.3. For menacing, intimidateing or serious misbehaviour towards referees, commissioner, table official or opponent a fine up to EUR 3000 and/or disqualification for 1 game will be imposed.
10.2.4. For act of violence towards referees, commissioner, table official or opponent a fine up to EUR 3 000 and disqualification for 1 to 3 games will be imposed.

10.2.5. For unsportsmanlike behaviour on the part of the public towards   opponents, commissioner, referees or table officials (menacing, intimidateing, serious misbehaviour, agression on and off the playing court, acts of violence, throwing of objects) a fine up to EUR 5 000 will be imposed.

10.2.6. If some incident cause the game to be interrupted and it cannot be resumed in 1 hour the game may be awarded to the opponents. The Sports Director shall decide whether a further penalty shall be imposed. 
10.3.    Withdrawal and Forfeit

10.3.1. If before the first game a clubs declines to participate the participation deposit shall not be reimbursed to the team. BIBL may replace the club with another.
10.3.2. If after the first game of BIBL a club declines to play or to countinue to play exept under circumstances of “force majeur”:

          - forfeit: the game is awarded to the opponents, the score shall be 20:0 and the forfeiting team shall receive 0 poitns in the classification. In addition the club shall be fined up to EUR 5 000;

          - second forfeit: the club shall be disqualified for the reminder of BIBL. In addition the participation deposit shall not be reimbursed to the team.

10.4.    Poor organization of the game
10.4.1. For a piece of equipment essential to the game is missing a fine up to EUR 1 000 will be imposed.
10.4.2. For any serious case of poor organization (including lack of live comuter statistics) a fine up to EUR 1 000 will be imposed.
10.5.    Advertising contrary to these regulations

10.5.1. If a club does not use during the game all advertising materials as provided  by the offices of BIBL according to the advertising scheme, sent to all participating clubs a fine up to  EUR 5 000 will be imposed.
10.5.2.  For any further infraction a fine shall be at least doubled each time.
10.6.    Use of unlicensed or ineligible players

10.6.1. First infraction: the game is awarded to the opponents of the offending team. The offending team shall receive 0 points in the classification. In addition fine up to EUR 3 000 will be imposed.
10.6.2. Second and/or subsequent infraction: the team shall be disqaulified for the reminder of that competition. In addition fine up to EUR 10 000 will be imposed.
XI. Cases not covered by these regulation

For all cases which are not covered by these regulations the Regulations of FIBA Europe and the Club Competitions Regulations of FIBA Europe respectively FIBA Official Rules shall be applied. 
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
